A Seniors who are not eligible for premiudree Medicare Part A may be
eligible for enrollment in Marketplace plans and PTC/CSR

A To qualify for premiurdfree Medicare Part A, individuals must have met
the applicable work history requirement or quarters of coverage (QC):

I QC are earned by paying Social Security and Medicare payroll taxes; people
working fulltime generally earn four QC in a year

I People can get quarters of coverage based on their own work history or in
some cases the work history of their spouse

A Lawfully present people are eligible for PTC if they are not eligible
for Medicaid due to their immigration status even if their income is
below 100% FPL

A This includes lawfully present people who are:

Bottom line: Many lawfully present people with incomes in the
Medicaid range or below 100% FPL are eligible for PTC and CSR
